This year, we have changed the format of the Paint-
out/Auction. We will not have a live auction. Instead
there will be a silent auction along with the paint-out
and Sweepstakes Draw.

In the same Founder’s spirit, we are breaking with
tradition and initiating a triple-crown event as the
annual fundraiser.

The Paint-Out is the same except for the manner of
selling the paintings. They will be sold via a silent
auction. We would appreciate a donation, but for those
not able to donate a painting or two to the silent
auction, we will take a 50% commission.

For those not painting out that day and wanting to
participate, we will have a silent auction for everyone.
We would appreciate a donation, but for those not able
to donate a painting or two to the silent auction, we will
take a 50% commission.

The Silent Auction will include additional items such as
dinners at restaurants, wine baskets, jewelry, etc.

Artist may set a beginning amount for the Silent
Auction.

RECEIVING DATE: October 3-11, 2014 during
gallery hours at the KAA Gallery, Route 7, 21 South
Main Street (just south of the traffic light), Kent,
Connecticut. We want to display the works in the
gallery prior to the event to generate interest.

Artists participating in the paintout must return their
plein-air paintings by 3pm. They will then be displayed
and offered as part of the Silent Auction.

ENTRY FORM: All entries must have entry forms
properly filled out and attached to the back. (Attach to
upper left corner of picture frame). PLEASE PRINT
CLEARLY (or use mailing label). DO NOT WRITE.

SALES:. We would appreciate a donation, but for those
not able to donate a painting or two to the silent auction,
we will take a 50% commission.

ENTRY FEES: NONE

RESPONSIBILITY: The greatest possible care will be
taken in handling works, but not KAA, Inc. nor any of its
agents shall have any responsibility whatsoever for any
loss or damage to any entry from any cause whether
such entry shall be on display, in storage or in transit.
Artists must carry their own insurance if deemed
necessary. The Gallery requests the right to photograph
work for the catalogue or press information. Submitting
an entry to this exhibit implies agreement on the part of
the sender with the conditions set forth above.

REMOVAL OF WORK: Work not sold should be picked
up the same day or October 13" at the latest.

ELIGIBILITY: ALL.

Oils, watercolors, pastels, graphics, acrylics, small
sculpture, artistic collage and non-objective (abstract) are
acceptable in the Members Show. Paintings are limited
to 42 inches wide including the frame. Sculpture must be
free standing, limited to 50 Ibs., and no larger than 36
inches in any direction. In regard to prints, we accept
wood blocks, linoprints, and hand-pulled prints, i.e.
monotypes, etc. For this event, we will accept
photography and computer prints. Wrap Around

Canvas will be accepted for oils and acrylics on
canvas. Wrap Around Canvas MUST have its
sides covered with a continuation of the painting
itself around the edges. No staples should be
visible when the painting is hung. ALL WORKS
MUST BE ORIGINAL, FOR SALE, Portraits
should show price of similar work. Sale price must
include frame. Pictures must be framed and ready
for hanging with screw eyes and wire. There is a
limit of two entries per artist.

The Kent Art Association, Inc. reserves the right to
reject any and all works of art submitted to its
exhibition irrespective of jury decision.

The Sweepstakes Draw consists of a select
group of paintings that can be acquired by
purchasing a ticket to enter a draw to
determine the order selection. This venue is
limited in the number of tickets for
purchase. Honoring the Founder’'s legacy,
the Featured Artists were nominated in
recognition of their own legacies, not only as
exceptional artists, but for their contribution to
the art culture.
